I N T R O D U C T I O N

Google Classroom is a platform

that allows teachers to distribute

assignments, make

announcements, and moderate

discussions with students. 

 

Students join with a code or are

added by the teachers.  Guardians

can be invited to have email

notifications sent to them when

assignments are created or

missing.
